English as a Second language volunteers work one-on-one or in small groups with students who are beginning to learn English.  At the elementary level, volunteers engage students in simple interactions using English by looking at books, reading, playing games with students, and by assisting teachers with classroom activities and assignments.  At the middle school and high school levels, volunteers help ESL students with reading, writing, and vocabulary in core subject areas, and with developing academic skills in English.  ESL volunteers are required to attend a 3-hour training session.  (Apples students should plan to volunteer twice a week for 1 1/2 hrs. for 10 weeks)  Volunteers needed Monday-Friday, anytime between 8am-3:30pm, some after school times.

Volunteer Description
Volunteers engage classes, instructors, and students in the Institute of African American Research's annual International Scholars Conference. This year's conference theme is "Colorism, Caste, Class, and Race." The conference will examine these issues as they relate to social stratifications found in India, Brazil, the United States, Africa, and Canada, for example. Featured topics include, among several others, skin shade and the economy, race and international health disparities, inequalities across Latino communities, East Indian caste structures, and affirmative action. The conference will convene Friday, March 28-Monday, March 31. 
Volunteers work in concert with faculty to partner relevant classes and students in related disciplines with IAAR to accomplish the work of the conference. Volunteers will help determine ways to develop coursework that accomplishes the conference's aims.
A background in international studies, anthropology, political science, public policy, or sociology is preferred but not required. Volunteers with a love of global issues are welcome to apply. Service dates include Tuesday, January 22-Tuesday April 1. Flexibility in service dates allowed.

LFS provides a variety of refugee and immigration services for about 430 refugees each year fleeing persecution overseas. Resettlement services offered to new arrivals include location of housing, orientation to the community, employment assistance, English as a Second Language classes, health screenings, medical check-ups, and school placement.  The agency also assists with processing immigration applications, citizenship applications and citizenship classes, and collaborates on innovative cultural exchange projects with other agencies in our communities.

The stakes for elderly refugees are high, as they must pass the citizenship exam to remain eligible for necessary programs such as social security and Medicaid.  At the same time, because of isolation from the English speaking community and their lack of mobility, the elderly are least likely to have access to the resources necessary to pass the exam. LFS addresses this discrepancy by providing a program three days a week in which elderly refugees receive a full meal, English instruction, citizenship classes, and community interaction.  Volunteers are needed to support program participants in going to doctor’s appointments, transportation to the program, planning special activities/events and driving refugees to Charlotte to take their citizenship exam!

Volunteer Description
Volunteers at LFS are a large part of providing refugee families with the individualized support that they need.  Service-learners will be paired with a refugee family or individual to serve as a language partner and advocate.  The service-learner will practice English with the family in their home and may teach them about money, using the library, grocery shopping, paying bills, and interview and employment skills. You can be an American friend to a family while at the same time learning about the culture from their home country of Burma, Congo, Vietnam, Iran, Sudan, Somalia, Liberia or Ukraine! Service-learners are asked to commit to a 2-3 hours per week.  The schedule will be arranged according to the needs of the family and the student. While a few families live in the Chapel Hill or Durham area, a majority of the clients live in Raleigh. A short orientation is required.
