Volunteer Description
This year is the program’s second year.  Selected sixth and seventh and eighth grade students will have the opportunity to work with their very own coach (You!!) who will help them get organized, plan ahead, work to their full potential, and achieve their academic and social goals.  Coaches are NOT tutors or mentors.  They do not “teach” academic subjects and will not pursue activities or meetings with students off school grounds.  Their purpose is to help students from a wide range of ability levels learn to work smarter, self advocate, and navigate the challenging curriculum we offer our students.
Parents interested in having a coaches for their students will fill out a permission slip.  The student and his or her teachers will then complete surveys on the students' interests, learning styles, and needs.  The coach will then talk with the teachers and student to decided how to best help the student.  The coach and student will meet for 30 minutes once a week during Unlimited Success ( final period of the day) or after school.  Some coaches may help as classroom volunteers in addition to  doing one-on-one work with the kids they coach in order to meet the 3 hour requirement for the APPLES program.  Scheduling is very flexible.  You can chose what day and hours you work!  Each coach will work with up to 4 students.
The coaches will keep progress logs for each session they have with students.  By doing so the coaches and students will be able to keep track of the areas for improvement that they agree upon, the action plans they map out, and any growth since the previous session.  Coaches will also meet with the academic teams to communicate with their students’ teachers and to receive academic progress reports.  
Aside from the usual volunteer training and preparation provided by Chapel Hill—Carrboro City Schools, Cougar Coaches will receive  training from Aileen Sutter, an experienced executive coach.  Once they begin working with students the coaches will meet regularly with Aileen Sutter, the program coordinator, and  Mindy Alioto, one of the guidance counselors, in order to gain insight on available school resources, provide the school with feedback from the coaches' perspective, and to assess the ongoing results of the program.  Students can create a regular volunteer schedule based within the hours posted for the program.
