The Community Workshop Series is a partnership program between the University Library at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill (UNC) and four public libraries in three local communities near the UNC campus. Begun in March 2005, the free series provides a wide range of computer and information literacy programming delivered by the University Library for the benefit of our local community. 
The University Library’s Instructional Services Department manages the program; recruits, trains, and provides instructors; sets the calendar of classes; and maintains a website for the series that includes an online registration process. Each of the four public libraries produces publicity, manages registration, and provides facilities for the classes. Class offerings include introductory computer and information literacy classes, as well as more advanced topics such as evaluating health information, job searching, and resume writing. Classes are regularly taught in Spanish, providing special benefit in a region with a growing Latino population.
Instructor preparation is rigorous to ensure that programs are of the highest quality. Each semester, staff from the University Library’s Instructional Services Department conduct a training session for new volunteer instructors. The training includes techniques for working with adult learners and reviews important elements to include in each class. Trainees receive sample lesson plans for the core classes offered and are also taught how to develop new classes. Each of the community classes is team-taught so that at least one “coach” or “floater” is available to provide individual help to workshop participants as needed.
