Purpose
This one-year fellowship provides UNC students with the opportunity to make a significant contribution to the community through the creation of an entrepreneurial project that addresses a community issue or need. Community organizations are defined as 1) governmental agencies and school systems, or 2) private, non-profit organizations. 

Eligibility

Any returning, full-time undergraduate student or a team of students are eligible to apply.  A student can only be awarded one Social Entrepreneur Fellowship. Five fellowships are awarded each fall.

Selection
Selection is based on four criteria: proposal quality, proposal feasibility, benefit to the community, and personal motivation for social entrepreneurship. Applications are pre-screened to ensure they meet all requirements.  A selection committee of students, faculty, staff and community representatives will review applications, and invite finalists in for an interview with members of the selection committee.  

Academic and Community Connections
One representative from each selected project is required to enroll in the spring course PLCY 326, “Social Ventures. In conjunction with the Minor in Entrepreneurship in the Economics Department, this 3-credit course is integrated as the academic experience for all Social Entrepreneur Fellows. The course examines the concepts and tools needed to pursue social ventures, taking students through the process of creating a detailed plan for their proposed venture. 

Fellows work on their project in close collaboration with a local community partner and implement their projects in the summer and fall following the completion of the course. In addition, Fellows participate in monthly reflection sessions and prepare a final report and presentation upon completion of their project in the fall.

Fellows are not required to be enrolled in the Minor in Entrepreneurship; however, students who are enrolled are eligible to fulfill their summer internship requirement through this fellowship. 

Fellows will insure that APPLES is acknowledged as a supporter of the project in all publication materials.

Compensation and Support

Fellows will receive:

· Ongoing support and advising from APPLES leadership

· An award stipend of up to $1500 

· 3 hours of academic credit

· Access to additional funding to support project sustainability beyond the fellowship

Reporting Requirements

All Fellows submit bi-weekly blog entries throughout the fellowship as well as a written final report reviewing project accomplishments, barriers, key lessons learned and recommendations for future Fellows. In addition, Fellows will be asked to prepare a formal presentation at the culminating Recognition Dinner in ate November, specific date still to be announced.

· Personal interest in social entrepreneurship and motivation for applying.
· Description and goals of your project.

· Evaluation plan to assess project achievements.

C. Resume

Attach a current resume, listing work experience, campus and community-based activities (global and/or local), and high school or University honors/awards.

D. Funding Request
Please provide an itemized budget not to exceed $1500 on the Funding Request form. 
If utilizing estmates, please indicate the basis for your estimate. All expenses should be directly related to the project. Please indicate if you have applied for or received additional sources of funding for this project, including other scholarships or grants.
