“Life of Meaning:  Southern Jewish Women in the Nineteenth Century”

Lecture Description: Professor Greenberg will speak talk about southern Jewish women from the 1830s to 1900, looking particularly at how they carved important roles for themselves both in the home and outside despite strong cultural limitations within Judaism and southern society to their opportunities.  He will pay particular attention to the antebellum era and how the Civil War dramatically altered women's public lives.  His lecture will conclude with an explanation of the rise of Jewish women's clubs, particularly the National Council for Jewish Women.
