This orientation session will be scheduled after recipients have been selected.  Upon returning from Outward Bound in the fall semester, students will be asked to answer questions reflecting on lessons learned while on Outward Bound and how the experience has affected their career at UNC.  Recipients are also expected to participate in the selection process for the following year’s scholarship applicants.
