Committee chair Tim Toben called the meeting to order. He reminded the task force that they spent the first half of their time looking at the supply side of energy and are now focusing on the demand side.

Toben said that the first two speakers are from EnerNOC, a company out of Boston. He said that representatives from EnerNOC also presented to the State Energy Council. He wanted the task force to hear what they’ve been able to achieve. He also said that the group would hear from Len Hoey, director of the Utilities Savings Initiative.

Toben noted that House Bill 1292 passed, which allows state universities to reuse money that is saved from reducing energy costs. He credited Molly Diggins for her help in getting that passed. Diggins added that State Treasurer Janet Cowell guided part of the bill that is saving taxpayers’ money by requiring water and energy efficiency in all state government buildings.

Toben turned the meeting over to Brewster and Stavis.
