This enhancement will list custom fields designed for our use in reporting. It will be available in Institute Proposal and Awards views. Presently, we are using it only in Institute Proposal. The single entry under this tab, titled “Initial Proposal” is for the original proposal number, if this proposal is a supplement or continuation to an existing proposal.

Another use we are considering is a field containing a number that would translate to program groups for specific department tracking needs. This, of course, would have to be added to the IPF for data entry into Coeus.
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
