
In this talk, I will aim to illustrate 
how ecological concepts 
can be usefully applied to 
epidemiological systems 
and how infectious disease 
dynamics can provide a fruitful 
testbed for population ecology 
theory.  After introducing the 

idea of disease interference, I 
will present theory—motivated 
in large part by ecological 
considerations—on interactions 
among infectious diseases, 
with specific application to 
the epidemics of dengue 
fever in Thailand. 
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
