Maureen Healy, Oregon State University

“Engendering a Republic: Women and Men in Austria after the Great War”

Maureen Healy is an Assistant Professor in the Department of History at Oregon State University. Her field of specialization is modern Central Europe, with focus on the Habsburg Empire, twentieth-century Germany and Austria, and women’s and gender history and World War I. She was awarded a 2005 Merian Transatlantic Fellowship from the University of Erfurt, Germany, and in 2003 was a research scholar at the Woodrow Wilson International Center in Washington DC. Her book, Vienna and the Fall of the Habsburg Empire: Total War and Everyday Life in World War I (Cambridge, 2004) has been awarded the 2005 Barbara Jelavich Book Prize from the American Association for the Advancement of Slavic Studies. She is currently researching a new book project entitled “At the Gates of Western Civilization: Islam and the Turks in Central European Historical Memory.”

Holly Case, Cornell University

“Identity on Trial: Slander Trials in Northern Transylvania during World War II”

Holly Case in an Assistant Professor of History at Cornell University specializing in the history of modern East-Central Europe. She earned her Ph.D. from Stanford in June 2004 under the mentorship of Professor Norman Naimark. Her research to date has focused mostly on Hungarian and Romanian history of the twentieth century, with special emphasis on World War II, national identity, and the Holocaust. More recently she has begun to take an interest in ideas of European renewal since the French Revolution (particularly from the East-Central European perspective), and the ways in which radio broadcasts created communities that cut across national boundaries during World War II and the Cold War in East-Central Europe.

“Babies and Bombs: Gender and the Experience of ‘Total’ War, 1914-1945”

Susan R. Grayzel, an Associate Professor of History at the University of Mississippi, received an A.B. from Harvard University and an M.A. and a Ph.D. from the University of California, Berkeley. She is the author of two books: Women's Identities at War: Gender, Motherhood, and Politics in Britain and France during the First World War (University of North Carolina Press, 1999), which won the British Council Prize from the North American Conference on British Studies, and Women and the First World War (Longman, 2002), a global history. She has also published numerous shorter pieces in academic journals and collections of essays. Her current research focuses on the cultural meaning of air warfare in Europe from the Hague Conventions (1899) through World War II, with an emphasis on Britain and France.
