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Article I. The Name
The name of this organization is officially recognized as the Graduate Association of
Geography Students (GAGS).

Article IL. Affiliations
None.

Article IIL. Purpose
Section 1. The purpose of this club shall be:

1) to provide a forum for the presentation of issues and concerns of graduate
studies in geography,

2) to promote fellowship and unity among graduate level students with interests
in geography,

3) to provide an organizational liaison between the faculty/staff and graduate
students/students with interest in geography, and

1) to further fellowship among students of geography and promote the
dissemination of geographical knowledge.

Article IV. Membership

Section 1. Membership is open to all graduate students regardless of race, national
origin, age, gender, religious affiliation, veteran status, handicap, and sexual
orientation.

Section 2. Full membership. A member will be recognized as a full member if he or
she is a graduate student in the department of geography, pays dues and shows
interest in the group.

Section 3. Full members will have access to a copier account, the right to vote on
organization motions and activities, and the right to vote for the organization
advisor.

Section 4. Partial membership. A member will be recognized as a partial member if
he or she is a graduate student, shows interest in the group, but does not pay
dues.

Section 5. Partial members will have the right to vote on organization motions and
activities and the right to vote for the organization advisor.

Article V. Advisor :
Section 1. Qualifications. The elected advisor will be a full or part-time faculty of
staff member with invested interests in geography and its students.
Section 2. Selection. Nomination and selection of the advisor will be by majority
vote among the members.
Section 3. Duties. The duties of the advisor will be to consult and advise regarding
the activities and functions of the organization.

Aticle VI. Meetings
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Section 2. Regular meetings will be called by the organization chairpersons.

Section 3. Special meetings may be called by any member.

Section 4. Quorum will be 10% of all members.

Article VII. Executive Board

Section 1. Descriptions of Positions
A. Organization Chairperson. The organization chairperson will preside over

regular meetings.

B. Organization Co-Chairperson. The organization co-chairperson will preside
over the regular meetings in the absence of the organization chairperson and
balance the organization checkbook.

C. Organization Treasurer. Preside over the organization in the absence of the
chairperson and co-chairperson. Disburses and deposits any GAGS funds.

D. Colloquia Chairperson. The colloquia chairperson will head efforts to
organize the Department of Geography Colloquia Series.

Section 2. In the event that an executive board member position becomes vacant, all
members will vote to fill the position. In the interim, dependent upon the
vacancy:

A. the chair will fill the co-chair position,

B. the co-chair will the chair position, or

C. the chair will fill the treasurer position.

Article VIII. Elections
Section 1. All executive board members are to be elected by all GAGS members.
Terms: one year
Term limits: no limit
Section 2. Nominations and Elections will be held during the Spring semester
‘meeting.
Procedures:
Nominations will be made on the floor by any attending member.
Nominees must agree to carry out the duties of the vacant position.
Section 3. Qualifications will be informally stated at the spring semester meeting.
Section 4. Runoff elections. Runoff elections will be decided by "Ro-Sham”.

Article IX. Committees
Colloquium-to organize colloquia
Landscape Seminar—to discuss member's research and subjects of interest

Ad-hoc-—-will be formed as needed.

Article X. Funds
Section 1. Gained: :
A. Via membership dues. Dues will be determined by organizational vote.

B. Via fund raisers and outside private donations.
Section 2. Expenses
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B. Meetings and social events.
C. Other events and activitics deemed necessary by quorum.
D. Club supplies
E. Areaccessible only to full members.
Section 3. Disbursement
A. Treasurer will disburse funds.
B. Treasurer may ot be rejimbursed from club funds.
C. Reimbursement will occur if receipts are presented, and:
1) Approval prior to the purchase by the full members is granted, or

2) Post-purchase approval by the full members is granted.

Article XI. Communications :
All voting events, announcements, and information dissemination may be carried

out via electronic mail.

Article XII. Ratification
Ratification of the constitution will occur by review and approval of the majority of

full members.

Article XIII. Amendments
Amendments will be presented via public notice or organizational meeting.

Ratification will require approval by quorum.
