Now you want to find the expanded ZIP Code called "ZIP+4," which is composed of the original five-digit code plus a four-digit add-on that helps the Postal Service direct mail efficiently and accurately. The expanded ZIP+4 Code for your new address is:

After a few months of living in Houston, you learn that a giant hog-processing plant plans to locate a half-mile from your front door, so you wish to contact your United States Senator to see if he/she can put a stop to it. Which elected official occupies the "District Senior Seat" in the U.S. Senate from your area? 

• 3. How tall is Chuck D., leader of the seminal rap group Public Enemy? 

• 4. What is another name for Yugoslavia's Balkan Mountains?

• 10. You are researching the career of famed mass communication scholar Maxwell McCombs. 
What was the title of his doctoral dissertation?  

• 11. Your research topic is "alcohol consumption." How many gallons of beer, per capita, did North Carolinians consume in 1998?
• 12. The White House requires how many gallons of paint to cover its outside surface? 
• 13. You've landed three job interviews: one with the manufacturer of Budweiser beer,
