Web page grading scale (general characteristics; some may not apply to your grade)
A – Highest level of achievement; web page not only follows all the requirements for the assignment but shows a high level of creativity in going beyond them. All links, graphics and other elements work smoothly when viewing in both Netscape and Microsoft Explorer. Spelling, grammar and punctuation are flawless; the substantive content of the pages is of the highest quality. Colors and backgrounds work well together and all text is legible. Design is consistent throughout the site. More advanced elements such as gif animations and Javascript work correctly and function in harmony with the content, not simply serving as eye candy. 

B – High level of achievement; web page follows all the requirements for the assignment and student has shown initiative in going beyond the basics. All links, graphics and other elements work smoothly in Netscape but an element or two may not work correctly in Explorer. Site displays good spelling, grammar and punctuation, although there may be a few isolated mistakes. Content is strong but may need minor to moderate revision. Colors, backgrounds and design elements are generally pleasing but text may be difficult to read in a few places. Design may not be consistent throughout the site. 

C – Adequate level of achievement; web page follows most but not all of the requirements for the assignment. Student has done little to go beyond the basics, or there are major problems with the enhancements made. A few links and graphics do not work correctly in Netscape; there may be major problems viewing the site in Explorer. There may be substantial problems with spelling, grammar and punctuation. Content of the web site may need substantial revision. Colors, backgrounds and design elements do not work well together and text may be very difficult to read in many places. There is little if any design consistency throughout the site. There are some possible copyright problems.

D – Minimal level of achievement; web page fails to address many of the requirements for this assignment. Numerous problems with links, graphics and other page elements in Netscape. Spelling, grammar and punctuation may be unacceptable for a JOMC project. Content of the web site needs an extensive overhaul. Text is almost impossible to read in a majority of the site. No attention is given to issues of design and how it works with content. There may be serious copyright problems.
