What is America Reads?
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America Reads was designed to assist children in learning how to read.  Nationally, 40 percent of fourth graders don’t read at grade level.  America Reads brings college students together with children in grades preK-5 with the goal of helping every child learn to read well.

Who can participate?

· Undergraduate work-study students can work as literacy tutors.

· Graduate work-study students can work as coach mentor supervisors.

What are the goals of UNC's program?

· To increase the reading levels of local children in grades preK-5.

· To increase university students’ involvement in the community.

· To strengthen the partnership between the university and the community.

What responsibilities does a tutor have?




· Attend all training sessions, tutoring sessions, and team meetings.  

· Tutor the same children twice a week.

· Write simple lesson plans for each tutoring session.

· Demonstrate consistent and punctual attendance.

· Demonstrate a desire to work with young children.

· Demonstrate a serious commitment to your job.

How will I get to my tutoring site?

All our tutoring sites are off-campus, but you can still be a tutor if you do not have a car.  You may be asked to carpool with a tutor who does have a car, or you may be asked to ride the Chapel Hill bus (which is free).  Our closest tutoring site is a five-minute car ride from campus, and our farthest site is a 20-25 minute car ride from campus.

What do I need to know about getting paid?

Tutors are paid at the S4 level, which is $11.25-$13.00 per hour.  Your pay rate within that level is based on your previous experience and past job performance (if applicable).  You will be paid for the time you spend 

tutoring, planning your tutoring sessions, and attending training sessions and meetings.
