Background: Washing feet back then was really nasty, lowliest form of servant-hood
--Christ-like Servant Leaders…

Put the schedules of others ahead of their own, because the end may be near (1)

Are motivated by unconditional love to serve others (1, 2)


Possess a security that allows them to serve others (3)


Initiate servant ministry to others (4, 5)


Receive servant ministry from others (6, 7)


Submit to Christ because they are nothing apart from Him (8)


Receive Christ and all of His Blessings (9)


Teach servant-hood by their example (12-15)


Are Blessed (16, 17)

How to Serve the Lost
