Sharing the Living Water
Key Scripture: John 4:1-42
Background (1-15)

--history of Samaritans (4:9)
--Jesus showed her why her thirst could only be quenched through him (10-14)  

--She was trying to survive off of a Godly MAN and not GOD

--Jesus forgot about his needs/schedule to witness to woman

--he did not wait for her to come to Him, but he confronted her

--Planted seed of curiosity and she received the Living Water (15)

Immediate Transformation (27-30)
--when she was a non-believer, she was always thirsty so needed jar, but now she is so filled with  

   the Living Water/Holy Spirit that she has extra to share (28)
--Why aren’t we sharing our faith?
*Everyone knows that we should witness, but I’m here to discuss why we don’t witness
Fear of Rejection
--Woman wasn’t even supposed to talk to Jew, but she wasn’t ashamed of telling others what he 

    told her (Romans 1:16) 
--Woman was willing to tell testimony even if it meant losing her life, because Samaritans   

   believed in Law of Moses (Torah) and could have stoned her (John 8:3-5)
--We win every time; the only time we lose is when we don’t share faith 
Luke 6:22-23; Matt 5:11-12; Phil 1:21
--what’s more important, what others think about u or what God thinks about u? Galatians 1:10
Not Eating Healthy (31-34)
--hard to be fit for God’s work when you are not eating healthy

--FOOD: any nourishing substance that is eaten, drunk, or otherwise taken into the body to  

   sustain life, provide energy, and promote growth

--The Word is the healthiest food we can eat, but we tend to eat other, unhealthy food instead 

--we don’t eat at Lenoir twice a week, so why should we only read the Word twice a wk (Su, Th)
Lazy (35-38)
--Harvest- to gain, win, acquire
--the time to witness is now, but we tend to follow verse 35 and make excuses to wait

--Preach in and out of season (2 Tim 4:2)

--Matt 9:35-38 

so many Christians on campus but so few witnessing
we must show compassion to the spiritually poor (Matt 5:3)
--Side note: We are to be like blind sheep trusting completely in God

-- Doesn’t matter if you’re lazy, because the work has already been done (38)


Jesus: sets up divine appointments for us to talk to lost


Satan: created a dark campus where our light can shine easy  

They Don’t Want to Talk About It/They Have Already Heard (39-41)

--Samaritans had already heard of Jewish beliefs

--woman planted the seed of curiosity so they urged to hear more
--some of us are called to water seeds that have already been planted
Don’t Know Enough/Can’t Answer Their Questions (29, 39)


Woman told her testimony; do we know our testimony?
We’re saved; they aren’t; so we always know more



Best way to learn more about our faith is to talk about it

Talking to others will change your prayer life and bible reading

In the end, God still gets the glory (42)
--It is God who gives the increase; we are only seed-planters
