What are your goals for this semester and how do you plan on reaching your goals?
We place too much emphasis on our own works and following laws to get where we need to get in life, however this is totally contradictory to the gospel and God’s word

Galatians 3:1-5

-summarize Book and sin of circumcision

(2)Eph 1:13-14 all who receive salvation receive the Holy Spirit as a promise that we’ll be in heaven

(2)How do we receive salvation? Ephesians 2:8-9

(3)If we didn’t receive the Spirit (Christ) by our own works or efforts, and if we can’t even receive the gift of eternal life by our own works, why should we expect to receive any of his blessings by our own works or efforts?  

(5) Does God bless us because we observe law or because of our faith?

Let’s look at the possibility of God blessing us due to our ability to observe the law

-Romans 3 tells us that no one is righteous and we all fall short therefore no one can be declared righteous under the law.  Furthermore, James 2:10 tells us that if we try to live under the law and break one law, then we are guilty of them all because the law requires perfection

-we think that good people should be blessed more and don’t understand why evil people keep succeeding while we struggle, but this is a misunderstanding of grace and God’s sovereignty (Romans 9:18-21)

Galatians 3:6-9

Five points of interest in story of Abraham (Genesis 12-22)
-We will have to make illogical sacrifices in order to receive our promises (12)
-Do not get impatient and try to devise your own plans and then tell God to bless your plans (17:18)

-Do not doubt God, for he is God (18:10-15)

-Abraham was not blessed because he was without sin, but he was faithful; therefore blessings come by grace through faith (20)
-Expect your faith to be tested (22) (James 1:2-4, 12)
Galatians 3:10-14

(10-11) We are all cursed because we have all fallen short of God’s standards and fallen short of the standards we have placed on ourselves

(13-14) Christ died so that we may be set free from laws and walk in grace

(14) The promise comes by faith and are of the Spirit

(4:29-31) Isaac born thru a promise and by the power of the Spirit 

Let’s quit trying to live ordinary lives and starting living by the power of the Spirit

Application

We must sow into the Spirit.  How do we sow into the spirit?

-shun all desires of this world. What are some worldly desires that we have?
