HIS Vision for Impact
An organization founded on servant leadership (Matthew 20:28)
Members eagerly seeking opportunities to pour into the local and national ministry

A body of believers that care about others more than themselves and their own schedules (studying, homework)

People showing respect for the speaker by arriving to meetings on time
Making visitors feel welcomed and loved

A population of African-Americans that are excited about living for Christ and spreading the gospel throughout the campus, community, and the world (Mark 16:15)
An organization of hype men and hype women spreading the gospel throughout the campus, community, and the world
IMPACT connecting with other ministries on campus to help spread the good news

Members with hearts like the apostles (the apostles lived each day as if Jesus would return before the end of the day)
For Impact to be a reflection of the body of Christ (1 Corinthians 12:12)
A visitor will walk into a meeting and will be unable to recognize the “head” of the organization. 

The “heads” of the organization will simply be shepherds, leading people to Christ and leading Christians to the max of their leadership abilities

People building eternal friendships and edifying one another in Christ (1 Thess. 5:11)
People will take advantage of the Godly men and women that are part of the Impact Movement by fellowshipping with them outside of bible study to learn spiritual truths through them

Bible Studies Used for Discipleship (Matthew 28:19-20)
People will not come to bible study b/c of obligation or to see their peers but b/c they want to strengthen their walk with Christ

To arise from darkness so our lights can be seen (Ephesians 5:14)
That people will arise from their shy comfort zones and allow others can see their light so God can be glorified (Matt 5:16)
Every member will be confident in visibly carrying the cross on their backs in front of their peers

Christianity: the Relationship and not the Religion (Romans 6:14)
People having an understanding that Christianity is more than following a list of laws
People will understand that they must participate in daily, personal prayer time and bible reading in order to have an intimate, one-on-one relationship with Christ
