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Identity Protection Checklist



Please check all of the following that apply to you:

□ I have never given my social security number to someone to get a discount or membership card at a store (e. g. Harris Teeter, Barnes & Noble, etc).

□ When I provide information to an online provider of any sort (retail sales, professional organization, newspaper registration, etc), I usually review their privacy statement and/or policy.

□ In order to get my work done more efficiently and effectively, I have given an assistant (secretary, TA, student employee, friend, etc) a user name and password associated with me.

□ I carry my social security card with me (billfold, pocketbook, briefcase, etc).

□ I have requested a credit report for myself sometime in the last 24 months.

□ When asked to give my social security number or credit card number orally (on the phone or in a bank line, for example), I never do so when it might be overheard by someone outside my office, in a cubicle next to mine, or in line behind me.

□ My vacation messages for electronic mail and voice mail messages never indicate if my absence is because I’m going to be out of town.

□ I shred the credit card offers I receive in the mail.

□ My checks have either my social security number or my driver’s license number printed on them.

□ I carry my insurance card in my wallet and either my social security number or that of my spouse is the ID number.

□ My computer monitor is set up so that people cannot see it unless I can see them.

□ I had to look to see if I carry my social security card with me when asked about it above.

□ I have a shredder available for my use at work/school.

□ Within the last 2 years, I have written down a password to a campus computer system (departmental, central, or personal) and stored it on or around my desk so I could remember it.

□ I never walk away from my computer without locking the screen or locking my office. I do not depend on the screen lock that starts automatically after a certain period of time.
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
