(black clouds now — rain)
® Oh no! It’s 9 o'clock and I'm not ready.
I’m going to be late.
(9 o’clock now and not ready — late)

We also use the present continuous (I am -ing) for the future, usually for arrangements:
= [ am playing tennis with Jack tomorrow.
