A proposed legislative bill would impose a 5% tax on money wire transactions made by illegal immigrants. Opponents said that it would be impossible to enforce and could subject businesses to discrimination lawsuits. But the bill sponsor Rep. George Cleveland,Onslow, dismissed the argument, saying: "If (a person) walks up to me and speaks extremely broken English, I would say I think that I better check his identification". "If he walks up to me and speaks extremely fluent English, then I would be a little more comfortable." He added: "If a fella comes in with a pair of shaggy boots on, jeans and a T-shirt and he's got a straw hat on - I mean, come on, and give me a break." Rep. Dan Blue, D-Wake, the judiciary committee chairman, said the brief discussion showed the "deep complexities about this bill." 
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
