Grammar Presentation Guidelines

The grammar presentations are a great way to learn from each other and, as a huge bonus, a way for all of us to learn about tricky grammatical problems without having to research each query in particular.
Your presentation should include the following, worth 10 points each:

· a basic overview of your topic

· examples of your topic used correctly (consult the St. Martin’s guide)

· exercises for your classmates to do in class

· reference information for further practice (St. Martin’s, writing center handouts, etc.)

Presentations should last 5-8 minutes.

You will receive a grade based on the scale of 0-40, wherein a 40 goes above and beyond the criteria above (in only 5-8 minutes) and a 0 means that you did not present.

Here are the specific point increments:

· in-depth introduction to and presentation of the issue

· examples from real writing that clearly illustrate the correct grammatical usage

· exercises that help your classmates improve their understanding of your topic

· specific exercises or page numbers from readily-available reference materials

· strong presentation of the problem

· examples that clearly show correct grammatical usage

· exercises to practice in class

· reference information for additional practice

20

· average presentation of the problem, but a little confusing to your classmates

· examples of your grammatical point (unclear or difficult to follow)

· exercises don’t give enough practice with the material

· reference information isn’t specific enough

· less than average presentation of the problem, quite confusing to your classmates

· poor examples of your grammatical point (i.e., the examples don’t show the correct way to use your topic, or your examples are difficult to understand)

· exercises don’t give enough practice with the material

· reference information isn’t specific enough
