Journals
You will be expected to keep a journal outside of class.  Essentially, you will need to put pencil to paper or finger to keyboard one-two times a week and physically hand in your journals every 2 weeks or so.
Your journals should contain the following parts:

· Vocabulary list.  One of the best ways to become familiar with academic and professional discourse is to keep track of the words that are used in your major/what you think your major might be.  These lists will help you see what terms are important in your field, and they will provide you with good lists of linguistic resources to inform your own writing.

· Free responses.  Write about anything you’d like – your amazing weekend, how much you can’t stand Paris Hilton, why you don’t like to write, etc.  Just remember that I’ll read and respond to your writing, so if there is anything that you’d rather I not see, please take measures to ensure that your thoughts remain private.
· Responses to prompts.  Your classmates and I will occasionally come up with topics, at which point you’ll all respond to them.  We can make this a discussion on BB if you’d like (we’ll vote in class).
