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My research project will explore, through a combination of writing and documentary ethnographic reflective practice, the articulations between politics, cultural memory and violence that are established through the practice of a Black social movement in contemporary Colombia. I propose a project that works as a social, ethical and critical praxis, as a form of response-ability that goes beyond the recognition of the silenced histories in everyday life. Theoretically, I want to move along two different theoretical frames.  First, the monumental history articulated by the axis State-Violence-Time second, the axis resistance-everyday life-time that is created by alternative practices and politics of cultural memoryBy moving between these two axis, I look at the different articulations, conjunctions and disjunctions present within these power relations and in everyday life practices. 


Particularly, I am interested in engaging with practices of reparation that move against the grain of the national amnesia, in order to explore new ways of living in relation to the fractures of our past, present and future. This said, this research is understood as an intervention, in itself, as a practice of reparation. Simultaneously, it proposes a political witnessing that seeks to explore the different articulations between remembering practices, identity politics and political mobilization against the national agenda of the “official history” constructed by the State.
