There are 3 full time lawyers working at the Student Legal Services.  There is no fee to use CSLS.  CSLS can represent you against other students.  One Million dollars of value in a case is the maximum that CSLS can handle for a student.  A student use CSLS up to 3 months after graduation.  The title of CSLS’s extensive handout detailing its services is Presumed Drunk.  CSLS is open each and every class day and/or exam day from 8:30 AM until 5 PM.  Smoke Signals are the preferred way to contact CSLS.  The men's basketball team last won a NCAA championship in 1995.  Golf is not an official sports team of UNC.  John Bunting is UNC’s football head coach.  Vince Carter is a famous NBA basketball player who graduated from Carolina in 2001.  Roy Williams is North Carolina men's basketball coach. Old East is the oldest public university building in the US.  The University had to close during the civil war.  In 1860 the only college to have higher enrollment than UNC was Yale.  The University remained open during Reconstruction despite the carpet-bagging Yankee federal occupation of the campus.  The Law School program was incorporated into the course of study in 1894.  Enrollment at UNC exceeded 1000 for the first time in 1945.  It was not until 1881 that the University had a building paid for by the State.  UNC’s Library System will soon have over 4 million books..
