Based on the Consumer Price Index-Urban with 1982-84 = 1.000, the February CPI-"U = 1.758.  To determine each year's 2001$ value, that year's CPI-U was divided by the February 2001 1.758 value.  1978 CPI-U [[.652] in 2001$ was .371; 1982 CPI-U [.965] in 2001$ was .550; 1986 CPI-U [1.096] in 2001$ was .623; 1990 CPI-U [[1.307] in 2001$ was .743; 1994 CPI-U [1.483] in 2001$ was .844; 1998 CPI-U [1.639] in 2001$ was .932. However, Baxley was declared the Democratic Party candidate after the Party determined there were  violations of voting laws in the second primary.  Registered members of the Republican Party were allowed to cross over to vote in the Democratic Party Primary and under Alabama law they were not eligible to do so.
