To find the equivalent 2004$ value for an earlier year, divide the actual earlier year dollar figure by the decimal point number in the column on the farthest right.  That decimal point figure is the result of dividing the CPI-U Index # for the year by the CPI-U Index # for 2004.  Example:  say there was income of $500,000 in 1983; divide that $500,000 by .527 which gives you an income figure of $948,767 for that year in equivalent 2004 dollars.   CPI-U Index is the Consumer Price Index for Urban consumers for that year.
