(a).  Governor Foster's expenditures cover four separate years - 1996-1999.  The pre-1999 figures were converted into 1999$ using the CPI-U Index with the 1982-84 base = 1.000.  The 1999 CPI-U index was 1.666; 1998 = 1.639; 1997 = 1.613; 1996 = 1.541.  The pre-1999 index values were divided by the 1999 CPI-U index figure so 1996 = .925 of the 1999$; 1997 = .968; and 1998 = .984.  To convert the actual pre-1999 dollars spent, those figures were divided by the converted CPI-U index figure for that year.

(b).  This Mike Foster was a "ringer" who changed his name from Brian Keith Doyle and entered the race.  He was a Republican when he filed but dropped out after only a few days.  An unproven rumor was that he was put up to this by enemies of the governor.

Note for Mississippi: 

Because no candidate received a majority of the votes in the General Election, MS law calls for the State House to decide the winner.  On January 11, 2000, the House voted 86 to 36 in favor of Musgrove.  The vote was mainly along partisan lines.

The rule is as follows: The candidate does not intend to either receive contributions or make expenditures in the aggregate of more than $500, or receive contributions from any single contributor, other than the candidate, that aggregate more than $300 and that the total of all contributions received or expenditures made by the candidate and all committees or any other person with the candidate’s knowledge and consent in support of the candidacy will not exceed $500.  

Utah:
1. Matheson is the son of former Utah Governor Scott Matheson-D, 1977-1985.  

2. Huntsman served under Presidents Ronald Reagan (White House staff assistant), GHW Bush (Deputy Assistant Secretary of Commerce and Ambassador to Singapore), and GW Bush (US Trade Ambassador).
3. Incumbent Governor Olene Walker lost her bid for election to office in her own right when she came in fourth in the pre-primary Republican Convention.  Only the top two candidates were allowed on the primary ballot.  Walker was sworn in as chief executive in November 2003, when Governor Mike Leavitt (who had already announced he would not run for reelection) became EPA director under President Bush. She announced that she would run for the four-year term in March 2004, well after other Republicans had started campaigning.
West Virginia:

1. Monty Warner was also the brother of the WV State GOP Chairman.
2. Phillip “Icky” Frye’s then-wife had an affair with then-Governor Bob Wise that Wise acknowledged in 2003, derailing his political career.  (He withdrew from the race three months after the affair was discovered.)  Frye pledged to remind voters of the affair, even by running for governor.
