
Adam Floyd 
Sophomore

Saw action in 43 games, with 39 starts.  He finished tied for eighth on the team for multiple hit games, with seven two-hit games and two three-hit games, for a total of nine.  He was tenth on the team for multiple RBI games and his longest hitting steak was four, tied with two other players for fifth with two other players.  He had a .400 batting average against High Point (2/25), where out of four times at bat, he had three hits, scored three runs and had three RBIs.  Against Appalachian (4/29), he had scored twice, had three hits and two RBIs.  He also had at least two hits in a number of games, including Virginia (3/8), Old Dominion (3/11) and South Florida (3/14).   
Michael Roane

Sophomore

Started in 11 the 26 games he saw action in.  He started in both of the 49ers C-USA tournament games, where he had one hit.  He tied for ninth on the team for multiple hit games, with three two-hit games.  These included games against Southern Miss (4/13), TCU (5/10) and Cincinnati (5/15).  He tied for fourth on the team for longest hitting streak with four.  He also had a multiple-RBI game with two against Southern Miss (4/13).  
Thomas Bowker

Senior

Started in all 48 games he played in.  He had the 49ers fifth highest batting average with .298 and was second in runs scored with 42.  He was third on the team in hits with 53 and had the most homeruns than any other player with eight.   This included games against Elon 
(2/11), South Florida (3/15), Saint Louis (3/30), Tulane (4/6), Louisville (4/20) and Cincinnati (5/15).He started in both the 49ers C-USA tournament games and had the team’s highest average with .400.  In those two games, he also had one run, two hits, and one RBI.  He was third on the team for multiple hit games, with 13 two-hit games and three three-hit games for a total of 16.  He was second in multiple RBI games with nine.  He was tied for second for longest hitting streak with seven. 
Adam Willard

Junior

Started in 26 of 38 games played, and had the fourth highest batting average with .318.  He played in both 49ers C-USA games, with one start.  He finished tied for seventh in multiple hit games, with seven two-hit games and two three-hit games for a total of nine.  He was also tied for sixth on the 49ers in multiple RBA games with nine total, including four against TCU (5/9).  He earned the team’s third longest hitting streak with six and was fourth in homeruns with a total of four.  This included two homeruns against TCU (5/9).  
Jamie Rusco

Senior

Started in 41 out of 43 games played, including one C-USA tournament game.  He had 28 runs, 43 hits, and 27 RBIs for the season.  He was tied for third on the team in homeruns with a total of six, including games against High Point (2/21), Davidson (4/22), Wake Forest (4/30), TCU (5/9) and Cincinnati (5/16).
He was tied for sixth on the team for multiple hit games, with seven two-hit games and four three-hit games, for a total of 11.  He was tied for fourth on the team for multiple RBI games with seven.  He tied for fourth on the team for longest hitting streak with five.  
Matt Landphair

Junior

He had an ERA of 3.86 and started in all five games he played in, finishing with a total of 18.2 innings pitched.  He had the team’s second lowest batting average against him, with an average of .271. He had four strike-outs against High Point (2/23).  He had zero walks in five games.  

Randall Poplin

Senior

He started in all 49 games he played in and had the second highest batting average on the team with .323.  He was third in runs with 36, second in hits with 62 and second in homeruns with seven.  He was first in multiple RBI games, with 14 total and had the most RBIs of anyone on the team with 48, including four against Furman (2/19) and six against Winthrop (3/25).  He had a batting average of .400 against Gardner Webb (2/8).  He started in both the 49ers C-USA games.  He was first on the team for multiple hit games with 21 total, including four hits against Furman (2/19).  He finished tied for first on the team for longest hitting streak with ten.

Erik Walker

Sophomore

Had the team’s second lowest ERA with an average of 4.71.  Pitched in one of the 49ers C-USA games and had 21 appearances in all games.  Pitched four games with no hits against him, including Furman (2/19), East Carolina (3/21), Elon (3/26) and Memphis (4/27).  

Justin Brown

Senior

Led the team in pitching, posting the lowest ERA of 4.38.  Started in all six of the games he played in, finishing with a 4-2 record.  He pitched for a total of 51.1 innings and had the team’s third lowest batting average against him, with an average of .287.  Had only three homeruns scored on him all season and posted three games with no hits, including Gardner-Webb (2/8), High Point (2/23) and Virginia (3/8).  Was third on the team in strikeouts, with 42.  Recorded three wins in his six starts and appeared in 17 games.  
Brian Scafe

Senior

Started in 44 of 45 games he played in, including the 49ers two C-USA games.  Was 11th on the team with a .216 batting average.  Scored 30 runs for the season and had 40 hits.  Was tied for third on the team for homeruns with six.  Was third on the team for most doubles with nine and had the second highest RBIs with 35, including one in C-USA tournament play.  He was tied for seventh on the team for multiple hit games with 11 and third for multiple RBI games.  He was tied for fifth for longest hitting streak with four.
Kory Radford
Sophomore

Started as pitcher in four out of nine appearances, and started in two of three games played.  Had three games with no runs scored on him, including Elon (2/11), TCU (5/10) and East Carolina (5/22).  Had an ERA of 7.59 and a 2-1 record.  Recorded seven strikeouts in five innings pitched against Old Dominion (3/11).

Senior

Had the teams third lowest ERA with 5.19 and the most wins by any pitcher with a record of 8-5.  He started as pitcher in 13 of 15 appearances, and started in all twelve of his games played.  Pitched for a total of 100.1 innings.  Recorded nine strikeouts against South Florida (3/14).  Led the team for most strikeouts with 89.  He had the lowest batting average against him of any 49er, with an average of .266.

Sophomore
