
Jamie Green Hired As Men’s Golf Head Coach

After years of professional golf experience, Jamie Green is hoping to make his first head coaching career as successful as the programs he has assisted.  Green is a 1993 graduate of Ohio Wesleyan University and is a member of the Golf Coaches Association of America.  He has been an assistant coach at a number of schools in the past eight years, including North Carolina, Dartmouth, Auburn and Tulane.  From 1999 to 2003, Green served as the assistant men’s golf coach North Carolina.  Under Head Coach under John Inman, the two worked on making North Carolina a recognizable force in the ACC.  He was also responsible for many of the qualifications required of a 49ers head coach, including structuring practices, recruiting new talent and fostering team relations with alumni.   

During his time with that program, he took a step beyond coaching and worked in conjunction with the athletic department’s academic support center staff to ensure his players received the guidance and materials necessary for academic success.  Under Green, North Carolina had 20 Atlantic Coast Conference Honor Roll student-athletes, with Richard Treis being named to the Verizon Academic All-District Team (all sports) in 2003 and Bob Cherry winning GCAA All-American Scholar in 2002. This is an important asset to the 49ers program, which prides itself on producing consistent academic success from its student-athletes.  The 49ers have had eight Academic All-Americans and this past year marked the 14th straight semester where the student-athlete GPA has been higher than the general student body.

This past year, Green was one of three finalists for the inaugural Jan Strickland GCAA Assistant Coach of the Year.  From 1999-2003, the Tar Heels advanced to the NCAA Championship tournament three times, placing 10th in 2000, 17th in 2002 and ninth in 2003.  Additionally, Dustin Bray (2002, 2003), Ramon Bescansa (2002), Max Harris (2000) and Richard Treis (2003) all received all-American honors during Greens stay with the program.  North Carolina also produced two Atlantic Coast Conference individual champions: Richard Treis in 2003 and Dustin Bray in 2002.

At Auburn, 1997-1999, Green helped the Tigers to a 10th-place finish at the 1998 NCAA Championships and helped to develop the talent of all-American Reid Edstrom.  In 1998 and 1999, Auburn had three Academic all-Southeastern Conference student-athletes and a GCAA all-American Scholar, Roland Thatcher (1998).  Auburn also had three all-Southeastern Conference players in 1998, Jason Dufner, Scott Weatherly and Reid Edstrom, who also received NCAA All-American honors that same year.


From 1996-1997, Green was an assistant coach at Dartmouth, where he helped lead the team to an Army Invitational Team Championship.  Here he performed both coaching and media relations duties for the team, including the organization of the Dartmouth Men’s Invitational.  Green also worked seasonally as assistant coach for Tulane University women’s golf program, where he help coordinate the inaugural Green Wave Golf Classic and served as lead rules official for the event.  


The array of golf knowledge Green possesses should be a great asset to the 49ers golf program, as he has years of instructional experience, as well as substantial coaching experience. From 1994 to 2003, he was a junior golf instructor at six different schools and camps, including the Tar Heel Golf School, Duke Academy of Golf and Nike Junior Golf Camp.  As a Class “A” member of the PGA, Green furthered his craft as a golf professional at a various golf and country clubs.  From 1994-1997, he was the head Assistant Golf Professional at Hanover Country Club at Dartmouth and held the same position at the P.G.A. National Golf Club in 1993.  


In addition to his professional success, Green also achieved personal success in college, where he won three varsity letters at Ohio Wesleyan and competed in the 1992 NCAA Division III Championship. He was also the assistant sports information director at school, where he assisted in writing a COSIDA national award winning golf brochure.
