Study Questions for Exam 1

Egypt

1. Be able to describe and identify (to the best of you ability) an unknown work of art from Egyptian culture.  

* To study for this question, review the asterisked slides from class.  You should be able to describe and identify the unknown by comparing and contrasting the work with these examples.  You will need to identify the work with a suggested title and approximate period – meaning you will need to have a general sense of the dates for the Pre-dynastic, Old, Middle and New Kingdoms.

2. Be able to characterize Pre-dynastic art.  Cite specifically the stylistic tendencies or functions for works of art that show up later in the Dynastic periods (give examples from these periods)

3. Be able to describe the development of the pyramid complex from Saqqara to Dashur to Giza.  

4. Be able to describe in detail how the pyramid of Khufu was built, by whom, with what materials, for what purpose, etc.

5. Be able to label and explain the parts of an Old Kingdom Pyramid complex, as well as a New Kingdom temple complex.  Understand both the practical and symbolic functions for each and be able to talk in terms of specific examples.

6. Describe what is exceptional about the reign of Akhenaten (Amenhotep IV) or the Pharaoh Hapshepsut.  List works of art that help to explain their significance. 

7. Be able to compare statuary from the Pre-dynastic, Old, Middle and New Kingdom, think particularly in terms of status and function.

8. Be able to characterize the art of the Middle Kingdom, how is it like and unlike that of the Old or New Kingdom and give specific examples.

Near East

1. Be able to describe and identify (to the best of you ability) an unknown work of art from a Near Eastern culture.  
2. Be able to compare iconographies of "kingship" (or rulers) using one example from at least three separate Near Eastern cultures.  
3. Compare an example of ziggurat/temple architecture to an Egyptian pyramid or mortuary complex.
4. Compare an examples of Egyptian and Near Eastern sculptures. (Consider differences in style as well as what those stylistic differences say about the work’s function).
