Guidelines for the Research Paper

As part of the requirements for an upper level art history course you are expected to write a 10-15 page research paper. This paper should demonstrate knowledge of the state of the research on your chosen topic, an understanding of the historical context for a particular work (or works) of art, and finally, an original contribution to the scholarship on that subject.  Please keep in mind that an A paper not only defines the topic clearly and is well researched and well written, but also presents a thoughtful analysis and original insights or creative ideas.  Grammar, spelling, punctuation and usage must all be correct and will be evaluated as a part of your grade.  


You will need to use a minimum of ten sources for your paper.  Web sites are not to be included in these ten sources.  (If you find a web site that is exceptional, please speak to me so that we might consider it.)  You will almost certainly have to use Furman’s interlibrary loan service.  Additionally, you may need to make a trip to Clemson’s Art and Architecture Library.  It is also helpful to search art/architecture libraries of larger art schools in order to track down books.  

The paper should be typed using a 12 point font (Garamond or Times New Roman) with 1" margins and include page number in the upper right-hand corner.  You must include bibliography and footnotes as specified by the Chicago Manual of Style, a copy of which is in the Reference section of the Furman Library.  All words and ideas that are not your own must be cited.  There are no exceptions.  If you have any questions about the plagiarism consult The Helmsman, or check with the Associate Academic Dean.  The guidelines for Academic Honesty outlined in your syllabus apply here.  Reproductions of the images that you discuss in your paper should be included at the end of the paper.  Label them Figure 1, Figure 2, etc., and refer to them as such in your text where appropriate.  These do not count as part of the 10 page minimum length.
