Purpose: To help clarify topics and address questions that may arise during your lecture sections. I will also cover some topics from the book that may not have been discussed by Professor Byrns during the lecture. In addition, I intend on providing some questions and/or problems for each recitation period so that you will be involved and get more practice applying the material you’ve learned. The only way to fully understand any theory is to do practice questions and apply the material yourself. 
Set up of Weekly Recitation Sections: 

1. Brain teaser- Seeing as our sections are all early in the morning, I am going to do my best to come into class with a fun puzzle or brain teaser to get our brains working and help us wake up.

2. Questions over the Previous Material- I am going to spend a few minutes at the beginning of class answering questions you may have from the quiz on the previous Friday or from the lectures of the previous week (or Monday for the Tuesday recitations). Note: Please try to email me by 6pm the night before recitation with your questions. This will allow me to have answers prepared and help us be more efficient with our 50 minutes. This will also help me see what areas are giving you the most trouble so that I can review them in more detail.
3. Problems and/or discussion of material- We will spend most the time in recitation discussing material from the book and applying it to problems. I will either lead a short discussion covering the material or we will tackle problems. Occasionally I will discuss topics from the book that Professor Byrns did not cover during lecture. 
“Rules” of Recitation:

1. Please do don’t not talk while I or one of your classmates is speaking. This is something that irritates me when I am sitting in class as a student trying to listen to the professor and something that will really irritate me if I am the one talking. 

2. Please be on time. I know that our sections are early in the morning, but if I can make it on time, then you should be able to get here too. In a few short years you will be entering your first jobs- would you be late to your first job or to the first major meeting at your new job? 

3. Please do your best to actively participate. Our sections are much more manageable than the lecture. This is the time to ask questions and participate in a much smaller, less intimidating setting. 
4. Please turn your cell phones off! 
Other Comments:

1. While recitation is not graded and attendance will not be taken, it will be to your benefit to attend each week. Sometimes material will be covered which will not be covered by Professor Byrns in his lecture. In addition, practice problems and discussions will help you come exam time.
2. I would like to reiterate what Professor Byrns suggested about the undergraduate TA help sessions: You will be able to get more one-on-one help at those sessions. You certainly don’t have to attend each night, but once or twice week could really be beneficial to your success in the course.

3. I also recommend doing all the assigned homework. The more you do the better chance you will have to get all the homework/quiz points. You will appreciate these extra points (and practice) when exams come around!
