Users interested in data at the individual expert level should consult the
2006_ChapelHillSurvey_rawdata.sav SPSS file, which has information at the level
of the individual expert and which has a separate codebook. This alternative
dataset allows researchers to aggregate expert scores, estimate standard
deviations among expert judgments, and calculate uncertainty estimates. The
survey questionnaire specifies the full question format.
