1. During what years was the Federal Theatre Project in existence? 

In 1935, the Federal Theatre project was founded as part of Roosevelt's Works Progress Act. The Federal Theatre project remained the primary organization for theater in New York until 1939. 

1. Who was the director of the Federal Theatre Project? 

Hallie Flanagen organized a number of small theaters, which became collectively known as the Federal Theater Project.

1. Identify one other FTP production and its director besides Macbeth and Ethiopia. 

Brett Warren directed “Power,” a drama about the news industry. 

1. Why was the FTP terminated? 

Congress ended the Federal Theater project on June 30, 1939 for economic and political reasons. Their stated purpose was to safeguard the nation from the danger of propaganda, being broadcast to the American public. 
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
