Admin Manual

Installation

The software comes packaged as a ZIP file.  The zip file contains several .jar files, two .bat files, and a UNIX shell script.  To install the software, simply unzip the ZIP file to a directory of your choosing.  The system must have a Java 1.6 or later JRE installed.  Note that the GUI client can be run from a remote UNIX if X11 forwarding is set up.
Suggested File Structure

Our primary client uses the software to maintain a SAS/Internet site.  Their current file structure is as follows:
· PROJECT_ROOT

· data

· SUBPROJECT-1
· .sas files

· develop

· .sas files

· work

· .sas files

· SUBPROJECT-2

· …

Our recommendation is to add to PROJECT_ROOT a folder named configs, which should contain a structure parallel to data.  Instead of SAS files, configs will contain the config files that generate these SAS files.  We also recommend creating a folder named templates in PROJECT_ROOT to hold the template files.
