KDD Social Welfare Test Plan
Environment Testing
We plan on testing the execution of both interfaces to our processor in the following environments:
· GUI – Windows XP/Vista/7 32-bit and 64-bit
· Command Line – Emerald UNIX server, Windows XP/Vista/7 32-bit and 64-bit
Test Input
Essentially we want to ensure that each different permuation of input/output file/folder either leads to a successful processing or generates a known exception. 
· GUI – one selected template, multiple selected templates, all templates selected. One configuration file, folder of configuration files
· Command Line – one selected configuration file, batch processing of a folder of configuration files. 
· Both – using an improperly formatted template and/or configuration file. Usage of improper velocity code, improper XML tags. 
Test Output
· Both GUI and Command Line – output to an empty folder, output to a full folder with files to be overwritten, output to a folder that does not exist. 
Who will perform testing: 
· Hye-Chung Kum – Command Line and GUI trial runs. We want to test having her construct an entirely new template, generate a sas/internet page, and successfully integrate it into the KDD website. We also want to ensure that our User Manuals provide sufficient enough instruction on their own for successful downloading and installation of our project. 
· Kim Flair – GUI only. We want to ensure through testing that Kim is comfortable constructing and modifying configuration files. We also want to test the effectiveness of our GUI and whether or not changes are necessary. 
· Comp 523 Team – Everything will be tested by us as well. We will also attempt to specifically reproduce all types of errors specified in requirements doc:
· I/O Exception – invalid template, configuration, or output file/folder specified
· ResourceNotFoundException – if files specified do not exist
· MethodInvocationException – In theory avoidable in our code 
· ParseErrorException – invalid template or configuration file input
