5. SOURCE OF FUNDING FOR THE PROTOCOL: None

6. SCIENTIFIC PURPOSE OF THE INVESTIGATION: 

Currently the U.S. House of Representatives has passed and the Senate is reviewing bill 2912 (to reaffirm the inherent sovereign rights of the Osage Tribe to determine its membership and form of government).  The purpose of this research is to document, through first-person interviews and recordings of major events, the process of forming the Osage governmental entity, from the enactment of legislation through the first set of elections. The finished product will be supplied to the Tribe for educational and historical reference, in addition to serving as the material for my doctoral dissertation.

7. DESCRIBE THE RESEARCH METHODOLOGY IN NON-TECHNICAL LANGUAGE: 

Starting on June 17th I will interview members of the Osage tribe and others who are playing an important role in the formation of the Osage Nation.  With permission, the investigator will engage each of the participants in a five-minute to two-hour conversation, which will be recorded using a video camera.  The dialogues will deal with issues surrounding the formation of the Nation and what it means to them to be Osage.  Questions will vary greatly with each participant depending on factors such as age and role in the formation of the Nation process.  Many key interlocutors will be interviewed on multiple occasions throughout this process. Because of the length of time to be spent with each participant and the diversity of people there can be no pre-outlined set of questions. Additionally, as the formation of the Nation unfolds the major meetings and discussions will be recorded with the consent of those present.  Finally, other cultural events and everyday activities of people of Osage descent will be recorded with the permission of the participants. 

8. POTENTIAL BENEFITS AND ANTICIPATED RISK: 

There are no anticipated risks associated with this study, nor any direct benefits to the participants.  

9. DESCRIBE HOW PARTICIPANT(S) WILL BE RECRUITED, THE NUMBER AND AGE OF THE PARTICIPANTS, AND PROPOSED COMPENSATION (if any): 

For the documentary project interviews will include the ten members of the Osage Council who have all given approval to the project and are playing key roles in the formation process. I am also going to contact the key congressmen in charge of the bill 2912 and interview them about their role in the passage of this bill. I will also interview other members of the Osage Council staff, including the volunteers in the tribal museum and the lawyer and lobbyist in Washington D.C.  As part of all these interviews I will ask for recommendations on whom else to interview. In addition to these recommendations I am going to attend one of the major Osage dances (Hominy Dances June 17-20) and solicit interviews from those interested.  The maximum number of participants recruited should not exceed five hundred. All participants will be over the age of three.  Anyone under the age of 18 will be required to have parental consent.   There will be no compensation.

10. DESCRIBE THE INFORMED CONSENT PROCESS. INCLUDE A COPY OF THE INFORMED CONSENT DOCUMENT (if applicable): 

Before each interview for the documentary aspect of the project, the investigator will briefly describe the research. The form will be handed to the intended respondent to read (attachment 1). If consent is granted, they will be asked to sign the form. If they do not wish to participate, the investigator will move on to another respondent.  For the events and meetings filmed, before the beginning each event, I will announce that I am filming, tell participants what I am doing and ask if anyone has a problem with the filming.  I will either not film that person or the event/meeting depending on the nature of the complaint.  Because of the size of the event, the lack of literacy among some of the participants, and the small amount of time I will have before the event/meeting there is no way to get permission slips from all those involved.  These meetings are public and are often filmed by various people.  The best I can do is let them know what I am filming for and give them the ability to orally consent or decline (see attachment 2).
