
The number 1 ranked Clemson Tigers scored 4 runs in the top of the 10th inning as they squeaked out a victory at the Bosh 11-7. The Tigers drew first blood in the top of the third with a Collin Mahoney homerun followed by an RBI single by Tigers first baseman Michael Johnson. Left fielder Sean Farrell was not about to be outdone though, as he blasted a 2 out homerun to left to bring the Heels within 1. The Tigers went down 1-2-3 in the fourth before the Tar Heels’ bats came alive to put up 3 runs in the bottom of the 4th. Five singles in the inning and RBI’s by Adams, Greenberg, and Iannetta put the Tar Heels up 4-2 before Clemson retaliated in the top half of the fifth to put up three runs of their own, including a double steal that sent Michael Johnson home to make the score 5-4 Tigers. Left Fielder Jeff Hourigan ran out an infield single in the seventh to bring in a run before Russell Triplett drew a bases loaded walk to make the score 7-4. The Heels put up a run in the seventh and two in the eighth to tie the game up at 7, but that’s where the luck of the Heels ran out. On back to back doubles, a bases loaded hit batsman, and a bases loaded walk, the Tar Heels walked off the field with a loss that was much closer than the final score indicated. Steven Jackson pitched 2 1/3 innings to pick up his 4th win of the season and improve the Tigers’ record to 29-3 and 6-1 in the ACC. Michael Gross was tagged with the L, and the Heels slipped to 24-12 and 9-4 in the Atlantic Coast.
