What started out as a lead for Texas, developed into a close game as the Tar Heels cut the lead to 10 in the third and fourth quarters, but it didn’t take long for before we started to look like this. (Cue video). After a Sam Aiken catch in the corner of the end zone the score was 31-21, but that was as close as UNC would get to victory before the Horns grazed on the Carolina defense. An ill advised blitz on third down left Michael Waddell all alone to cover standout wide receiver Roy Williams and 58 yards later Texas was up 38-21. Williams reeled in a 6 yard pass in the 2nd quarter as well and finished the night with 136 yards receiving. A buck 36 through the air was nothing though compared to the 208 yard 2 touchdown performance for Cedric Benson as he breezed through an obviously exhausted and lackadaisical 4th quarter defense for a 17 yard run with 6 minutes left in the game. Selvin Young did much of the same on a 30 yard TD run with a minute and a half left on the clock. Chris Simms finished the game with 298 yards passing and 4 touchdowns making Major Applewhite a distant memory for Mac Brown and UT fans. Once again for the Tar Heels turnovers seemed to be the key to taking the team out of the game. Two Dakarai Pearson interceptions in the end zone cost Carolina some very important points and could have given UNC the lead and some much needed momentum heading into the 4th quarter. Jason Brown flopped on a Jacque Lewis fumble in the end zone to recover what could have been another hazardous turnover. Several Texas players fell on the ball before it squirted out and found its way under the sophomore center for his first career rushing touchdown.  Lewis did however finish the game with 84 rushing yards. Durant had 74 yards on the ground himself and one rushing TD to go with his other touchdown through the air. 60,500 people, the second most in the stadium’s history, were on hand to see the Heels bow to the Horns Saturday – and after a week off - Kenan will open its gates to welcome Georgia Tech to town for UNC’s conference opener on the 28th.
