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I.  Introduction
The Omega Pledge Class of Mu Beta Psi, Mu Chapter proposes to present a concert on the Morehead-Patterson Memorial Bell Tower, for the benefit of the University Community.  Concurrent with the advertisement of the concert, we propose to collect donations for a musical charity, to be approved by the Brotherhood.

II.  Project Phases
1. Pit Sit – beginning the week of the concert (April 25-29), every day from 10am – 2pm, members of the Pledge Class and Brotherhood will accept donations as well as presenting the Campus Community with information about the concert.  Note:  This will be arranged through the CUAB (Carolina Union Activities Board).

2. Hill Hall Info – In addition to pit sitting, it would be beneficial to have a contact in Hill Hall with a donation box and concert information, during the hours of 11:30am – 12:30pm on the above-mentioned days.  Paul Cole will be contacted about using the facility for this purpose.

3. Other Advertising – Flyers will be posted at allowed venues across the University Campus as well as around the town of Chapel Hill at any local businesses willing to accept such flyers.  It shall be noted in the Daily Tar Heel’s Calendar of Events, if possible.  If it is thought feasible by the Fraternity, a cube shall be reserved and painted in front of the Frank Porter Graham Student Union.
4. The Concert – The date selected for the concert is April 29th, with the music beginning at 6:00pm.  This date was chosen to coincide with the last day of classes for the Spring semester.  Saturday, April 30th is the first official Reading Day, and by having the concert prior to this, the music will have minimal effect on the academic environment, and will provide a ‘study break’ for anyone who decides to listen.  The use of the Bell Tower for such a concert will need to be approved by Jeffrey W. Fuchs, Faculty Bell Ringer.  An official proposal will be sent to him.  During the concert, collection boxes shall be placed around the base of the Tower, where members of the Brotherhood and Pledge Class shall oversee them.

III.  Other Details
The concert itself will consist of three to four sections, and at this point they are as follows:


i.  Show Tunes


ii.  The Classics

iii.  Modern Favorites

Each section should last 10-15 minutes, with 3-5 songs in each.  The songs will be performed by the Master Bell Ringer of the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, Travis R. Kephart.  Involvement by future Master Bell Ringer Linsey Shuford will be sought, if she makes herself available.  The song selection will be finalized by April 25, to provide for the printing of a performance program, to be passed out by persons at the proper place.
