Finding Articles

Academic Search Premier

This is a general, multidisciplinary database, covering areas such as social sciences, humanities, general science, multicultural studies, education, and more. You can limit to peer reviewed (i.e. scholarly) and full-text publications.  You can also sort your results by subject and by type of publication.

TIP: Think about the focus of your paper and write down phrases that describe it – for example, “political aspects” or “cultural heritage” – and use those phrases as keywords when you search the database.

This is another multidisciplinary database, covering areas such as social sciences, humanities, general science, multicultural studies, education, and more. You can limit to peer reviewed (i.e. scholarly) and full-text publications.
LexisNexis Academic

This database provides full text access to regional, national, and international news. Use the “Guided Search” feature to find articles on your topic, and always remember to complete steps one and two before starting your search.  To search for articles in a particular newspaper/periodical, click on "Sources" at the top of the page and then select the particular title.  
TIP:  To find articles from European newspapers, choose “World News” in Step 1 and “European News Sources” in Step 2.  If you get no results, try adjusting the dates in Step 4.

· When you are searching by keyword, use AND in order to narrow down the search. Use OR if you are trying broaden your search (this is called Boolean searching).

· When you find a book that addresses your topic, look at the Library of Congress Subject Headings and click through to find similar books
· Make sure you write down the call number of the book, as well as the location – which library the book is in. 
TIP:  You can target your search for books though searching by Library of Congress (LC) Subject Headings.  However, because LC Subject Headings have a controlled vocabulary, here are a few ways you can search for books about your language:
Language Policy -- *Name of Country*


Ex. Language Policy -- France

*Name of Country* -- Ethnic Relations


Ex. Russia -- Ethnic Relations

*Name of Region* [sometimes (*Name of Country*)] – Languages


Ex. Corsica (France) -- Languages 

*Name of People Group* -- Ethnic Identity


Ex. Irish -- Ethnic Identity

*Name of Language* Language -- History


Ex. Lithuanian Language -- History

*Name of Language* Language -- Political Aspects


Ex. Irish Language -- Political Aspects 

*Name of Language* Language -- Social Aspects


Ex. Catalan Language -- Social Aspects

Sociolinguistics -- *Country* or *Region* 

Ex. Sociolinguistics -- Former Yugoslav Republics

Ex. Sociolinguistics -- France -- Corsica
