Dear Mr. Young:

Once upon a time, there were two universities, a mere 10 minutes apart from one another.  First, they each chose 120 semi-finalists.  Then they knocked it down to 40 finalists apiece.  In the end, it was a tie.  The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill took 15, while rival Duke University got 15 too.  But what did it all mean?  Thirty Robertson Scholars.   

The new Robertson Scholars Program selects approximately 30 incoming freshman each year based on leadership, community service and cultural diversity.  Fifteen of these scholars attend UNC-CH, and the other half attends Duke.  Through shared activities, the program immerses the scholars in the academic and social life of two dynamic universities, while it also fosters a healthy relationship between Carolina and Duke.

With a $24 million endowment gift, the Robertson Scholars Program is one of the most generous and visionary merit scholarship programs in American higher education.  The scholars each receive full tuition, support for three summers of service, research and travel, and a laptop computer.
