Problem of Evil

(1) Assume God exists.
(2) Thus [by (1)], a being exists who has the power to prevent all evil.

(3) Thus [by (1)], a being exists who is aware of all evil.

(4) Thus [by (1)], a being exists who wants to prevent all evil.

(5) Now if there were a being who is aware of and has the power to prevent all evil and who wants to prevent all evil, there would be no evil.

(6) But there is evil.

(7) Thus there would have to both be and not be evil (a contradiction).
Thus, by the impossibility of (7), the assumption (1) must be false, and there is no God.
