The Department of Environmental Sciences and Engineering (ESE) in the School of Public Health (SPH) at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill (UNC-CH) includes 35 primary faculty with interests from chemistry, microbiology, and engineering to environmental health, economics, planning, and public administration. The 36 adjunct faculty are drawn from major institutions in the Research Triangle Park. ESE currently offers a bachelor’s degree, four masters degrees and the doctoral degree. ESE is among the very top-ranked programs in the United States, with educational programs that include 144 graduate students, 11 undergraduate students and over 2200 alumni distributed worldwide. Research laboratories located within SPH buildings, including the new Michael Hooker Research Center as well as off-campus facilities, address cutting edge ESE issues such as groundwater, wastewater, and drinking water quality; atmospheric chemistry and air pollution; industrial engineering; environmental health including the effects of environmental chemicals; occupational health and safety. ESE also houses labs for modeling and computational analysis of environmental systems, such as atmospheric circulation and air quality models; ground and surface water flow and transport models; fluid flow and contaminant transport models for indoor air environments; exposure analysis and health effects; risk assessment; environmental and occupational epidemiology.

ESE faculty collaborate both within UNC's SPH (biostatistics, epidemiology, health education and behavior, health policy and administration, maternal and child health, and nutrition), and with investigators in the School of Medicine (Anatomy and Cell Biology, Cellular and Molecular Physiology, Genetics, Medicine, Pathology and Laboratory Medicine, Pediatrics, Physiology, Psychiatry), School of Pharmacy, and the Kenan-Flager School of Business, as well as the Departments of Biology, Chemistry, City and Regional Planning, Economics, Geology, Geography, Mathematics, and curricula in Ecology, Public Policy Analysis, and Toxicology.  Other UNC initiatives that include ESE faculty efforts are: Carolina Environmental Program; Center for Environmental Health and Susceptibility; Center for Environmental Medicine, Asthma, and Lung Biology; Center for the Integrated Study of the Environment; Genome Sciences; Injury Prevention Research Center; Lineberger Comprehensive Cancer Center; Marine Sciences; NC Occupational Safety and Health Education and Research; and Superfund Program.

Candidates for the Chair in ESE must have an earned doctorate in a discipline closely associated with the fields of environmental health, sciences, or engineering, and a record of research, scholarship and professional activity, which demonstrates preeminence at the national and international levels. The position will be filled at the tenured Full Professor level.  Qualified applicants should demonstrate a record of constructive leadership; excellence in scholarship, teaching and outreach across different disciplines and academic programs; skills necessary to integrate faculty, students and staff to enhance productivity; an ability to assist faculty in developing curricula and programs that respond to current and emerging needs in environmental health and sciences, and engineering; a commitment to enhancing the diversity of the faculty and student body; a willingness to promote cross-disciplinary activity within the department and between the department and other departments within the SPH or others on campus and throughout the Research Triangle; a commitment to seek and secure prospective resources to accomplish the overall missions of the department in teaching, research and service.  We anticipate that our new chair will oversee the hiring of many new, young faculty. We are, therefore, also looking for a Chair with a vision to build on our unique program that benefits from its location within a school of public health that encourages and supports interdisciplinary study and research.
