The Carolina Union Activities Board and Gallery Committee review and approve all artwork considered for exhibition in the gallery according to the information and materials submitted through the application process. The artwork must be feasible to place in the gallery and serve to the multipurpose nature of the building.

The Carolina Union Activities Board takes responsibility for amiably displaying the art work and portraying the message of each exhibit to its fullest extent. 

Criteria for the assessment of the applications are as follows:

· Logistic capability of displaying the art work in terms of space, safety of viewers, and protection of the art pieces.

· Artistic integrity and the consideration of the Union as a public space serving the purpose of both the public interested in viewing art, and the normal passer-by.

1. Consignment: The artist hereby consigns his/her art to the Gallery for exhibition with the option for sale.

2. Commission: The Union Gallery will take no commission from the sale of art work while it is held in the gallery.

3. Pricing: The artist, if he/she so chooses, may ask for prices to be included on the informational tags that will be place by the pieces of art. The Gallery will take responsibility in creating and printing these tags, according to the information provided by the artist.

4. Responsibility for Loss or Damage: Due to the public nature of the space, the Union will take no fiscal responsibility for damage done to an art piece. 
5. Installation and removal of Art Work: The gallery and artist will work together to display the art work most effectively and clearly in the space provided. Our Gallery Committee will assist the artist in installation and removal according to the agreed upon standards of the artist, within the limitations of the Union space. Our committee can also supply standard frames and display cases when feasible.

6. Marketing and Permission to use image: The artist gives the Union Gallery permission to use images of art work (to be provided by the artist) for the Gallery website. Images should be emailed to the gallery chair at uniongallerychair@unc.edu. Artist are encouraged and allowed to bring private marketing materials such as business cards, postcards, mailing lists, etc. The second Friday of each month the Union Gallery will also participate in the Chapel Hill and Carrboro 2nd Friday Art Walk, and we strongly recommend the artist be present between 6-9p.m. on this date due to the higher volume of art patrons visiting the gallery.
7. Payment to the artist: The Union Gallery agrees to take payment and disburse the full amount within 2 weeks of art removal from the gallery, post-exhibition period.
